For our journaling on Monday with Sally Ballard we did our own rendition of the Martin/Carle book “Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You See”.  

Tuesday Bob Earnest helped us harvest MORE potatoes and a few beets.  Pumpkin themed works are appearing in the classroom and we have been talking a lot about fire safety.  

Next Friday we will have a visit from a fire fighter and each child will be asked about their family’s special meeting place outside the home.  Having a meeting spot enables family members to account for everybody and gives safety personnel arriving on the scene important information.  Please do practice fire drills at your house.  In the unlikely event of a real fire you want to know that everyone knows what to do.  We talked about crawling to get the best air, feeling a door for heat before opening, and if trapped staying by a window as that is where fire personnel will first come looking for you.  Most important is get out and stay out.  We tend to focus on fire safety once a year at school but scheduling regular drills at home is invaluable.

Thursday’s activities focused on Christopher Columbus and his “discovery” of the “New World”.  The continent globe was briefly introduced and the children added the Nina, Pinto, and Santa Maria to prepared flat maps.  The most fun were the little ships they made with a section of egg carton, playdough, a tooth pick and cloth.  They were sailed around the room and along the path of a counting game (0 was no wind, 6 a steady blow).  If they mention indigenous people day we talked about that some too.  It is a big word for this age group.
